. Swivel the top block to load/unload position.
. Loosen the clamp plate counterclockwise.

. Insert the key or object to be stamped using line-up
markings.

. Swivel the clamp plate over the key and tighten
clockwise.

. Lift and move handle out of the way.
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SA-7 instructions (continued)

Swivel the top block into the stamping position.

Move the index block to the first detent position.

. Always insert the stamp with the notch facing you.

NOTE: If your stamps do not fit due to “mushrooming” ononannn
at head, you must file them back to their original
shape.

. Strike with hammer to stamp key.

. Index and stamp all.

. Swivel to remove key.
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
